PROTEST SAFELY

We are committed to nonviolent action.

We expect all participants to treat one another with
respect, seek to de-escalate any potential
confrontation with those who disagree with our values,
and to act lawfully at these events.

» Do not engage with counter-protestors. Drown them out with
chants or completely ignore them.

e Stay aware of exits, surroundings, and crowd energy.
e Stick to the sidewalks and do not walk/stand in the road.

* Never protest alone. Stick with a group or a buddy if you can.

¢ If needed, calmly film incidents with counterprotesters or
police. Do not narrate.

e In the unlikely event that police detain someone, calmly link
arms and chant: “Let them go”
